On ____________________ your child will attend a field trip to Pioneertown Mountains Preserve. 
Your child should be prepared for all weather conditions. It can be cold and windy in the morning or on overcast days. It can also become quite hot between late spring and early fall. Have your child dress in layers that can be removed if the weather warms up. Closed-toe sneakers or hiking shoes are required. Make sure that your child has a large, filled water bottle in warm weather.
Please make sure that your child eats a big breakfast. Pack a snack to be eaten upon arrival. Pack your child’s lunch with more food than usual, as activity levels will be high.
Please make sure your child wears or brings the following:

· A full water bottle or canteen
· Tennis shoes or hiking boots (No sandals)

· Long pants unless weather is hot
· A sweater or jacket (gloves, scarf, etc. for cold weather)
· Lunch and extra snacks

· Hat or visor
· Sunscreen 
· Any necessary prescribed medications

· Money

· Gum 

· Candy

· Radios, electronic games, (cell phones should be left on bus)
