CHAPERONES GUIDELINES
We appreciate your participation as a chaperone during the upcoming fieldtrip to Wind Wolves Preserve.

Participation: You are expected to assist with all activities as well as the discipline and control of the students as needed.  Be prepared to hike up to two miles during the program.  Please do not distract students or naturalists with loud talking or unrelated subject matter. Chaperones are prohibited from bringing children to Wind Wolves Preserve that are not students of the school attending the program.  
Access: You are required to arrive and depart Wind Wolves Preserve at the same time as your group to receive an escort by TWC staff to the program site.  Late arrivals are disruptive to the other programs in progress and create a safety issue.  Multiple schools participate in Wind Wolves education programs each day and there are multiple education sites. You will not know which site your group will be at until your arrival.  If you arrive late, our staff will already be involved in teaching and will not be available to provide you with an escort.  In that case, you will miss participating in the field trip and have the options of reporting to the Administration Hacienda, waiting at the parking lot for the group to depart, or leaving the preserve.

Emergencies: If an emergency occurs while you are on a field trip, remain calm. Your students will be looking to you for guidance and will model their behavior after your own. A chaperone or teacher must accompany a child that is being treated for any illness/injury whether on or off site. 
Water: Hiking outdoors can easily lead to dehydration. Be sure to bring a large, full water bottle or a canteen with you.  You may refill your bottles from the bathroom sinks. 
Clothing: For your safety, we require all participants were long pants and sturdy closed-toe walking shoes. We suggest wearing layered comfortable clothing, a sun hat and sunscreen. Bring a light jacket in spring and early summer.  Bring a heavy jacket, warm layers, and a raincoat in fall and winter.  Be prepared for cool mornings and sudden changes in the weather anytime.
Facilities: Our facilities include restrooms, shade structures, and picnic tables.  No food or drinks are available.  There is potable water for refills at the program site bathrooms.  

Smoking: In the interest of public health, fire prevention and providing a positive role model to children, Wind Wolves Preserve provides a tobacco-free environment.  Smoking or the use of any tobacco product is prohibited on the property of The Wildlands Conservancy.  

Candy and Gum: Please do not bring candy or gum.  They attract bees and other potentially harmful insects and create a safety issue.  When disposed of incorrectly candy, gum, and their wrappers are harmful to wildlife and are a form of pollution.  
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
