OUTDOOR DISCOVERY PROGRAM
at the Oak Glen Preserve

The Wildlands Conservancy (TWC) was founded as a California nonprofit public benefit corporation in 1995. Our mission
is to preserve the beauty and biodiversity of the earth, and to fund programs so children may know the wonder and joy of
nature. Our goal with this specific education program is to provide an outdoor experience for children to visit nearby lands,
who might not otherwise have the opportunity to enjoy them. Through hands-on activities the students will be able to take
an active role in their own learning, thus sparking excitement and a thirst for knowledge inspired by nature to take with
them into their future.

TWC has sponsored the tuition for field trips for more than 65,000 third through sixth grade students from Riverside and
San Bernardino Counties in its seven years of program. Conducted September through mid-June, a number of children
will get their first experience in nature using this trail as an outdoor classroom.

The Outdoor Discovery Program is a full five-and-a-half hour, nature adventure field trip experience so that each child will
have a chance to learn, explore, and gain a new respect for nature while having fun. We offer what we refer to as a
S.A.F.E. experience. We emphasize Safe Practices, Adventure, and Fun, while having an Educational experience. The
curriculum for each grade closely aligns to the California Science Content Standards.

All grade levels include a Conservation and Appreciation component with topics and activities about saving landscapes,
how plants and animals are affected by loss of habitat, and enjoying nat ur eds beauty wherever o

ATHIRD GRADE: Students come to appreciate the earth's place in the solar system, with activities that include the
earth's position and rotation; how we get time, days, and seasons. The importance of the sun is explored with
demonstrations and activities of color separation from light and how light is converted to heat. Other activities
include adaptations in animals, micro habitats, pond explorations, metamorphosis, and interpretation of daily
discoveries.

AFOURTH GRADE: Students learn how to distinguish between producers and consumers, and the reasons animals
adapt, through a variety of activities that include Food Pyramids, Web of Life, Who Am 1?, and Bird Beak
Adaptations. Changes in the Land focuses on activities relating to the rock cycle, classification, mineralogy, and
man's impact through a land use simulation.

AFIFTH GRADE: Students focus on our source of local water for quantity and quality, the importance of watersheds,
our earth as the ultimate filter, and the use of scientific equipment for pond assessments. Plant adaptations and
identifications are realized through experiments, activities, seed dispersal, and dichotomous keying.

ASIXTH GRADE i Program Available for Limited Dates in December, January, and February: Utilizing activities
and experiments, students learn how the earth is constantly changing from the past, to the present and into the
future with folding, faulting, volcanism, plate tectonics, erosion, weathering, plant intrusions, and impact by humans.
Other topics and activities include sharpening observations skills with a natural evidence trail, the use of divining
rods to locate water, rock hammering, and using a MOHS hardness scale for rock classification.

Los Rios Rancho. Enclosed are materials that will assist you in planning your visit and obtaining the

most from your on-site experience. This guide is to inform you what to expect during your visit and

what we expect from you. Please read it completely before your visit.

Planning Your Visit

Chaperones: The Wildlands Conservancy requires at least one, but no more than 2 adult chaperones

21 years or older for every group (Bobcat, Bear, etc.) of students (see Key on page 11 for group

allocation). Notify chaperones that hiking approximately two miles at 5000' will be involved and it is
recommended they follow the Clothing List on page 15. Chaperones must stay with their students

duringt he entire visit and should monitor their gro
(other than checking messages) is discouraged. Please inform chaperones of these important points

and provide each the Teachers and Visiting Adult Chaperones Information page 9 (English) or page

10 (Spanish) prior to the field trip. Your school or district supervision requirements supersede the

above, if different. No chaperone may bring a child that is not a student of the school attending the
program.

Emergencies: If an emergency occurs while you are on a field trip, remain calm. Your students will
be looking to you for guidance and will model their behavior after your own. A chaperone/teacher
must accompany a child that is being treated for any iliness/injury whether on or off site.

Time: The program time is 9:00 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. We prefer to utilize a full five hours for the program.
Approximately 30 minutes is allowed for lunch. Any request for changes in the program time requires
approval from TWC at the time of your reservation and if approved, will result in an elimination of
activity(s) in order to accommodate the time constraint. We will do our best to accommodate time
change requests, however, the school may be put on a waitlist until a viable fit is found, if at all
possible.

Clothing: For your safety we require you wear closed-toe and closed-heel shoes. We suggest

layered comfortable clothing, a hat, and sunscreen. Bring a light jacket in the spring and early

summer, and a heavy jacket and gloves for fall and winter. Oak Glen is in the mountainsat 5 ar@0 0 0
the temperatures may be 10 to 20 degrees cooler than in the valleys and desert.

Name Tags: Each student, chaperone, and teacher, must wear a name tag with their name and
school printed on it. You may make your own or use the provided tags located on our web site under
the Outdoor Education tab Oak Glen Preserve.

Smoking, etc: Smoking is prohibited on the Preserve. Eating is not allowed on the trail. Drinking of

water is recommended to maintain hydration. There is no place to deposit trash along the trail.

Facilities: No food or drinks are available from facilities on the Preserve before or during the
program. All should bring a sack lunch.

The Wil dlands Conservancyo6s Outdoor Educat
assistance you and your adult chaperones provide. The following suggestions

will enable us to serve you better. Please make sure all participants are informed

of these standards, as appropriate.

1. Arrive promptly. Arriving late will not enable us to provide a complete program. If you are having any arrival
difficulties, please call us at (909) 790-3698.

2. Parking private cars: As you approach Los Rios Bakery, turn right and cross the bridge. Do not park near the
low rock wall by the trail entrance as this is our student greeting area.

3. Bus parking is clearly marked near the top of the parking lot by the trailhead.

4. Remain in buses or vehicles until a naturalist arrives with instructions.

5. Everyone is asked to wear a name tag at all times during your visit.

6. Restrooms are available on the trail near the lunch site. Restrooms adjacent to the parking lot should be
used upon arrival only if absolutely necessary. Remind students to leave all facilities in clean and tidy
condition. An adult needs to be present at all times while children are using the facilities to help check the
facilities after his/her group has finished to ensure cleanliness, including during lunch break.

7. Keep your group together and use the buddy system.

8. Stay behind the leader. The naturalists know where they are going. Sometimes trail leaders do go off the
road/trail for interpretive reasons.

9. No running! We want everyone to have a safe experience.

10. Do not throw anything. Rocks are obvious, but dirt can get into eyes, sand burrs into skin, etc. Help us keep
the Preserve beautiful and do not throw litter.

11. Never carry walking sticks on the trails. They might at times trip people.

12. Stay with the group at all times, adults included; no floating from group to group.

13. Do not touch or pick up any plant or animal.

14. For the safety of all participants, no pets are allowed.

15. If inclement weather is predicted for your trip, TWC will determine if program is possible by 7:30 a.m. the
day of the scheduled trip. TWC will call the school only if weather dictates program is to be cancelled.

Schools cancelling program prior to the scheduled trip due to forecasted weather will not be offered a
reschedule date.

If there is more than one adult accompanying the group, please do not "mingle" while the
naturalist is conducting lessons.

Make sure you obtain a Class List, learn the names of the students in your group, and know any medical needs
that may require attention.

Keep the group together and stay with the students at all times. Our naturalists are there to provide program, while
you are responsible for the behavior of all students you are chaperoning.

Be sure you understand the plan for the day, when and where to meet at the end of the visit.

Share the Outdoor Discovery Program Guidelines with students in your group.

Give the students "think time." Let the students answer questions, unless the naturalist specifically asks you for
input.

Follow your naturalist.

Walk, don't run. This should prevent unfortunate accidents and provide a safe experience for all.

Stay on all designated walkways and trails unless otherwise directed.

Enjoy the Preserve features, but leave them where you find them. Please treat the plants, animals, and other
visitors with respect.

Do not throw food, rocks, or any other objects on the Preserve.

Use your senses: smell, hear, and see the things around you; be thoughtful, but only touch when directed by your
naturalist.

Your lunch should be packed in your appropriate group box (Bobcat, Bear, etc.). All boxes will be delivered to the
lunch site by our staff.

Remember that there may be other visitors enjoying our Preserve. Please be considerate.

Restrooms and drinking fountains are located at "Cloud's Pad," the lunch area. Restrooms are also adjacent to the
main parking lot, for urgent use only.

No smoking anywhere on the Preserve.

No eating or drinking on the trail except for water, Gatorade, or PowerAde.

Cell phones are to be used to take pictures or briefly check messages only. The focus must be on the students at
all times.

For the safety of all participants, no pets are allowed. Children that are not a student of the group attending the
program are not allowed to accompany chaperones. Young children will demand all the chaperones attention as
well as being a distraction to the visiting students.
